Course Description 
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2 Class Hours – 4 Laboratory Hours – 3 Credit Hours 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of all Learning Support English requirements, including ENGL 1101, if required. 

This beginning level course introduces students to basic observational drawing skills, using a variety of media and techniques, including still-life arrangements, interiors, and landscape.  Studio classes consist of technical demonstrations, mini-lectures, in-class studio work, and group critiques of assignments.

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· Identify and articulate drawing vocabulary and terminology.
· Create the illusion of three-dimensionality on a two-dimensional surface.
· Prioritize observational skills by interpreting subject matter holistically.
· Demonstrate drawing skills by perceiving edges, spaces, relationships, lights & shadows.
· Associate instructional content with examples from art and design history.
· Employ problem solving to creative blocks.
· Demonstrate high standards for craftsmanship, presentation, and timeliness.

· Assess, compare, and critique drawings within a studio environment.


Course Requirements and Assignments
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During each of the approximately 30 drawing sessions we will explore the fundamental elements of drawing such as line, value, shape, form, texture, space, etc. The in-class lessons will be underscored by at-home assignments. Over the course of the semester we will explore the physical and expressive properties of the graphite, charcoal, and ink drawing mediums.   The first few classes will be an essential overview to insure that everyone has a similar visual vocabulary.  The pace of the class is subject to change to meet the learning needs of the group as a whole. You must sign the Nudity Disclaimer to remain in this class. In order for your work to be graded, you will need to turn in a grade sheet with your artwork. All work is considered incomplete and will receive a late grade until a grade sheet is turned in.

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Attendance policy:
