The 

students get acquainted with the most important grammar and pronunciation rules; their practical language usage skills 

are developed and applied on the topics relevant for beginners: introducing oneself and others, describing objects and 

places in the city, purchasing or ordering food and talking about family. The students learn how to ask and provide 

essential information on the topics covered in the course and read simple short texts.
