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This course is equivalent to the TOCFL A2 to Bl level. Through the question-and-answer metho
d, situational topics related to personal life and general social issues are taught to enabl
e students to have the language ability to understand and output more complex sentence forms
. Relevant topics include future planning, cultural experience, learning experience, describ
ing the environment, healthy living, work plans, interpersonal communication, technological

life, festival customs, etc., and enhance students’ understanding and use of advanced vocabu
lary or phrases, and then form correct sentences and paragraph expressions.
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1. To understand the gist and important details of a conversation about familiar topics rela
ted to work, study, or entertainment, when the speaker is articulate and has standard pronun
ciation.

2. To describe directly and coherently relevant personal experiences and feelings, dreams, h
opes, real or imagined events, and can explain plans or events in an orderly manner; can giv
e brief reasons to support their own views.

3. To understand articles on topics of personal interest or related to one’ s field of speci
alization; provided that the articles are written in a simple and straightforward manner.

4. To write simple, coherent texts, and also able to write letters to ask for information an
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d make requests. Can write short articles on general social issues, describing factual infor
mation and reasons for actions, and briefly explain one’s own position and views.
