DESCRIPTION DE COURS 

Ce cours s'adresse aux étudiants de niveau Intermédiaire II qui désirent approfondir leurs connaissances de 
l'anglais et de la culture anglophone. Les étudiants y acquerront des connaissances au sujet de spécificités de la 
langue anglaise ainsi qu'au sujet des différents évènements, groupes sociaux et populations qui ont influencé la 
culture anglophone. Différents thèmes seront abordés: les origines de la langue anglaise et les particularités 
langagières et culturelles de pays anglophones, notamment les réalités politiques, économiques et sociales et les 
grands courants artistiques. En plus d'améliorer leurs habiletés de lecture et d'écoute, les étudiants 
approfondiront leurs habiletés de production orale et écrite. À l'issue du cours, l'étudiant sera en mesure 
d'exprimer clairement ses connaissances de la langue et de la culture anglophones au moyen de rédactions et de 
présentations orales.

OBJECTIFS DU COURS 

● S’initier aux trois grandes périodes de la langue anglaise 
● Se familiariser avec les changements sociaux, politiques et artistiques importants qui ont façonné la langue et la 

culture anglaises 
● Découvrir des personnages, évènements et mouvements sociaux qui ont contribué de façon significative à la 

culture anglophone (y compris la culture canadienne) 
● Étudier l’usage contemporain de l’anglais incluant les principales variétés géographiques et sociales 
● Développer une compréhension et une appréciation de la culture anglophone. 
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CONTENU DU COURS 

Le contenu suivant sera développé́ pour satisfaire aux objectifs de ce cours : 

● Initiation aux caractéristiques saillants des trois grandes périodes de la langue anglaise : Old, Middle and 
Modern English ; 

● Découverte des évènements significatifs qui ont influencé la langue et la culture anglaises incluant : les 
invasions des tribus germaniques, l’invasion Nordique (Vikings), la conquête normande, l’avènement du 
Protestantisme, et les colonies britanniques en Amérique du nord 

● Étude du rôle qu’ont joué certains personnages dans l’évolution de la langue et la culture anglaises dont : Alfred 
the Great, Geoffrey Chaucer, William Caxton, William Shakespeare et Noah Webster. 

● Étude des caractéristiques de l’anglais standard et de certaines variétés nord-américaines.

CRITÈRES DE CORRECTION 

● Quizzes (Exercices de compréhension) –
● 2.5 % x 10 quizzes (NB. Your lowest quiz grade does not count) “True or False” comprehension 

questions based on the assigned chapters in The History of the English Language and the weekly 
Lessons. You have 5 minutes to answer 5 to 7 questions each week. 

● Forums – 
● One forum each week 2 % x 12 posts (NB. Your lowest forum post grade does not count)

This is an opportunity to reflect on the course content and interact with your classmates as you 
would in a regular class. Each week you will respond to a question posted in the weekly forum 
and also respond to a classmate’s post. Rubric on Moodle

● Reading Journal - Réflexion personnel sur la lecture d’une biographie (3.3% x 6)
You will be keeping a reading journal that reflects your appreciation of the biography you chose in Class 2. 
Each book is approximately 200 pages, so you should be reading around 30 pages each week. You are 
responsible for dividing your book into 6 entries. Each journal entry should be around 150 words. Spelling and 
grammar will not count for points (although you are encouraged to try). Do not summarize what you have read. 
After you read around 30 pages, close the book and put it away. Write about what you liked / didn’t like or 
what was interesting. Make sure your entry is original (your own writing). Journal entries are due certain 
weeks in Moodle. Rubric on Moodle

● Final Exam – Essay format (15%)
1 open ended question to demonstrate your understanding the importance of undertstanding the English 
language evolution (reflecting an understanding of the entire course content). 

 Oral Presentation (15%)
For each biography students will form a group and prepare a presentation that answers the questions below. If 
you have fewer than 6 people in your group, you will not answer all 6 questions. Each student is responsible for 
responding to 1 question, speaking for 3 to 4 minutes. You will be evaluated based on your ability to 
synthesize information thoroughly and clearly using information from the book accurately to respond to the 
question. Do not use outside sources; all information should come from your book. Students will be graded 
individually, but group coherence counts for part of your grade, so you must work together for a logical order of 
ideas and avoid repeating each other. Additional guidelines and rubric will be posted in Moodle.
