Course Description:

This is an advanced course in extensive reading. Students will interact with the course book and
other readings to develop comprehension skills via discussion, literary analysis, and vocabulary
activities, among others. Students will also enhance cross-cultural understanding through
analyzing social and/or historical significance.

Course Goals:

Goal 1: Students will demonstrate comprehension of advanced literary texts and literary
elements.

Goal 2: Students will use reading strategies to produce evidence of comprehension of a variety of
texts.

Goal 3: Students will gain and understand new vocabulary from the text’s content and use it in
reading, speaking, and writing.

Academic Integrity:
