Course Description:
The objectives of this course are for students to develop more advanced content for a particular
purpose and audience in paragraphs and essays through research, writing processes, and style.

If you turn your project in on time, it will be graded out of 100%.

If you turn your project in by the next class, it will be graded out of 70%.
After that, projects will not be accepted.

Absence or illness is not an excuse for late work. If you miss class for any reason, it is YOUR
responsibility to make up the missed work. You should email the teacher to find out what you've
missed, and also contact a classmate for any questions or help. Assignments turned in late but
within 48 hours of the original deadline will be scored out of 75%. Assignments turned in after
48 hours will be scored out of 50%. Assignments turned in 2 or more weeks after the original
due date will not be accepted and the grade will be 0.
